Möùc ñoä 
potassium coù theå thay 
ñoåi vì beänh thaän, beänh 
tieåu ñöôøng, noân möûa, vì 
phaûn öùng phuï vôùi moät soá 
thuoác, möùc ñoä kích thích 
toá, löôïng potassium 
trong cheá ñoä aên uoáng, 
vaø löôïng pH trong maùu. 
Baûn in naøy cung caáp 
thoâng tin cô baûn veà cheá 
ñoä aên uoáng coù ít chaát 
potassium.

Vaøo buoåi khaùm keá tieáp cuûa quyù vò ôû y vieän, xin haõy laáy moät buoåi heïn 
vôùi moät chuyeân vieân dinh döôõng, laø ngöôøi seõ cho quyù vò thoâng tin chi 
tieát hôn veà cheá ñoä aên uoáng coù ít chaát potassium vaø laøm theá naøo ñeå 
cheá ñoä aên uoáng naøy coù theå hoøa hôïp vôùi loái soáng cuûa quyù vò.

The basics  

 At your next clinic visit, schedule an appointment with a dietitian, 
who will give you more detailed information about a low-potassium 
diet and how it can fit into your lifestyle. 

If your potassium level is too high, you will follow a potassium-
restricted diet. Choose foods with low levels of potassium, and do 
not eat foods with moderate and high levels of potassium.  

Low-Potassium Foods 
• Applesauce • Green beans 
• Asparagus • Lettuce 
• Berries • Onions 
• Cabbage • Peas 
• Cauliflower • Pineapple 
• Corn • Radishes 
• Cucumber • Rhubarb 
• Grapes • Tangerines 
• Grapefruit • Turnips 

Low-Potassium Juices 
• Apple juice • Lemonade 
• Cranberry juice • Peach nectar 
• Grape juice, frozen • Pear nectar 
• Hi-C or other fruit drinks • Tang 
• Kool-Aid  

For health reasons, some 
people need to restrict 
potassium. Potassium 
levels may fluctuate due to 
kidney disease, diabetes, 
vomiting, as a side effect to 
certain medications, 
hormone levels, amount of 
potassium in the diet, and 
blood pH. This handout 
provides basic diet 
information about a low-
potassium diet.
